Save the Redwoods Leaguas established in 1918 with an initial dooatdf $100.00. Its mission was

to protect and restore redwood forests and connect people with their peace and beauty. Although the
original organizers were all men, in 1919, California Federation women from Humboldt County founded
a chapter. Thanks tbeir diligent efforts and cooperation with National Park Service personnel, the first
memorial grove was established in 1921 as part of the Humboldt Redwoods State Park.
